ENTRIES:  Will NOT be accepted unless accompanied by requisite fee/s.

6.
The Society reserve the right to decline acceptance of entry/s or returning any entry or exhibit without incurring any liability.

7.  
Any person i.e. visitor or exhibitor, found interfering with any exhibit 
other than  his own will be asked to leave the grounds and will be disqualified 
from competing at this or future Shows of the Society. 

8.  
The award of a Rosette or Prizecard does not imply that the entry is entitled to 
Prizemoney.

9. 
No refund of entry fees in any class or Jumping Competition will be made in the case of entries which are not sent forward for competition or which are disqualified for failure to comply with regulations.
